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Business Ethics in the 21st Century

Contrary to popular belief, the rules of ethical conduct in the United States are NOT situational, NOT relative, NOT hard to teach, NOT unclear, and NOT optional. This session will describe (1) why ethics matters (2) what ethics means (3) how we became so ethically confused and (3) what the ten mandatory rules of ethical conduct are that we must follow to survive and succeed in the hyper-competitive 21st century global economy.
