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An important lesson treasury professionals relearned from the 2007 subprime credit contagion is that cash investments requirement first-hand risk management. Ratings can be deceiving and market liquidity can disappear in an instant. This course provides an overview of some of the common risks embedded in the yield-enhancing cash investments that backfired. In addressing the concerns unique to treasury professionals, investors should get a better idea of which risks may be appropriate for their own situations and how to improve yield potential without taking on undue risks.
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
